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No lifeguard on duty.  Swim at your own risk. 
This includes solo swimming which is not advised. 

First Aid Kit and emergency telephone located by the pump house 
East Park is a “Smoke-Free “and “Drug Free” environment.   

Maximum capacity 341 persons 

Pool hours:  8:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., weather permitting. 

For Admittance 
1. East Park residents in good standing and guests only.  All others prohibited. 
2. Gate card must be used to gain entry.  Close the pool gate upon entry and exit. 
3. Resident must accompany guest(s) at all times. 
4. Large numbers of guests are not permitted.  See website for party restrictions. 
5. Children under 14 years of age must be accompanied by an adult or qualified caregiver. 

For Health and Safety 
6. Glass containers are prohibited anywhere within the pool area. Broken glass is difficult 

to remove and results in closure of the pool for several days. 
7. Children under 4 years of age must wear properly fitted, waterproof “pool” diapers, no 

exceptions.  Accidental contamination results in pool closure. 
8. No diving or running at any time. 
9. The following are prohibited in the pool area: water balloons, Frisbees, tennis balls, 

footballs, volleyballs, etc., grills of any kind, bikes, skateboards, scooters, inline skates, 
and private swimming lessons. 

10. Anyone with an infectious disease, sore, rash, or bandages may not use the pool. 
11. Shower before entering pool. 
12. Food and drink are not allowed in the pool. 
13. No animals allowed in pool area (except registered canine assistants can be on deck). 
14. There shall be no swimming during heavy rain or when thunder or lightning can be 

heard or seen from the facility and for a reasonable time afterwards. 

For Proper Conduct 
15. Courtesy is expected.  No profanity, loud and boisterous behavior, or disrupting others. 

No horseplay, roughhousing, or endangering others. 
16. Proper swim attire must be worn at all times. 
17. Headsets must be used with all radios, CD players, etc. 
18. Keep pool area clean, free of trash and debris.  Lower umbrellas after use. 

Any person causing damage to the pool or facilities is liable for costs of remediation 
and repairs.  Those who disregard the above rules and regulations are subject to fines, 
suspension, and other action deemed necessary by the East Park Board of Directors. 

This pool is the private property of East Park homeowners.  Unauthorized persons in 
the pool area or persons in the pool area during other than normal operating hours are 
trespassing and may be subject to arrest by the Marietta Police Department. 
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
